OVERVIEW

The fifth annual 80/35 Music Festival returns to downtown Des Moines Friday, July 6th and Saturday, July 7th.

Located in the Western Gateway Park, this urban festival features national, regional and local acts performing on three stages to ensure a continuous live music experience. Other festival attractions include interactive art; a kids’ fun area; and food, beverage, and merchandise vendors. 

Last summer, more than 30,000 music enthusiasts enjoyed live music, dancing, free street entertainment, food, drink, and the overall festival experience created by 80/35.  Other impressive 80/35 stats: 
· 30,000+ are expected at the 2012 festival - including a paid attendance of approximately 15,000 and an additional 15,000 attendees enjoying entertainment on two free stages in a street party area.

· Approximately 20% of ticket purchases are from out-of-state attendees.

· Live coverage of the event is provided by three TV stations. 
· The festival receives approximately 250 media mentions. 
· Approximately 20 local non-profit organizations participate.

VENDOR INFORMATION & REQUIREMENTS 
· The main stage area of 80/35 is located in Western Gateway Park between the Des Moines Public Library and the John & Mary Pappajohn Education Center with the free area on Locust  Street between 10th and 15th Streets. The streets in the entire area are blocked off to traffic during the festival.
· Accepted vendors will be assigned a specific 10’ x 12’ location (more space can be negotiated) in the street area.  Two food vendors will be assigned space inside the paid stage area and will be accessible only to ticketed attendees.
· Each accepted vendor will be responsible for providing a tent, booth, or trailer; signage, and lighting. 
· Our contract with Pepsi requires that only Pepsi products will be offered for sale by vendors selling soft drinks.  Cases of Pepsi will be available for sale to vendors on the festival grounds.
· Electric service will be available. 

· Accepted vendors must provide proof of liability insurance (naming “Greater Des Moines Music Coalition dba 80/35 Music Festival” as an additional insured during the festival period).  

· Each accepted vendor must either be licensed as a food establishment or hold a temporary food establishment permit from the state of Iowa.

· Accepted vendors must obtain an Iowa sales tax certificate.

· Food/beverage vendors will be required to pass a public health inspection during the festival. 

· Water will be available for vendor use in the festival area (hydrant system).  However, we are an urban festival and water hookups are not available at individual vendor sites.

· Bagged ice will be available for purchase on the festival grounds.

· The festival grounds will be secured overnight and camping is not allowed on site. 

· The set-up of this venue does not allow for a vehicle to be near the vending area during the festival.
· At check-in, vendors will receive

· (4) 2-day tickets to the Festival 
· 1 parking pass at a designated area on the streets near festival grounds

FESTIVAL HOURS

· Friday, July 6 
5 pm – Midnight, gates open at 4 pm

· Saturday, July 7
Noon – Midnight, gates open at 11 am

Vendors are required to be fully operational during festival hours. 

Vendors are required to check in at festival headquarters and set up Friday, July 6th between 10 am and 2 pm.
FEES 

· Fees for vendor space cover both days of the festival and are:

· $200 for merchandise vendors (no food or drink)

· $1,000 for vendors serving food and/or drink (NON-ALCOHOLIC ONLY, PEPSI PRODUCT SOFT DRINKS ONLY)
· Electricity service will be provided on a per outlet basis of $25 (110v/20 amp) or $50 (208v/50 amp).

· A $200 clean-up deposit is required of all vendors. This deposit will be mailed back to the vendor if their space is properly cleaned after the festival.  Part or all of the deposit will be withheld if additional cleanup is necessary or trash is not properly disposed of
DEADLINES
· The completed application must be received by the Greater Des Moines Music Coalition (“DMMC”) by March 15, 2012. 
· Accepted vendors will be notified by email the first week of April and listed on the festival website http://www.80-35.com/ beginning in June.  

· An 80/35 Concession Agreement (contract to vend) will be emailed to accepted vendors.  The signed agreement, along with a check for the vending fee, electrical fee and cleanup deposit must be received by DMMC no later than June 1, 2012.

· Proof of liability insurance naming “Greater Des Moines Music Coalition dba 80/35 Music Festival” as an additional insured during the festival period must be emailed to DMMC by June 15, 2012. 

GREEN DETAILS

During the festival, please join us in conserving energy and natural resources and reducing waste as follows:

· Use festival recycling bins for cardboard, paper and plastics

· Serve food and beverage only on post-consumer materials including napkins and eating utensils (no Styrofoam!) 

· Serve drinking straws in covered dispensers rather than individually paper-wrapped straws.

· Use cloth towels for cleaning rather than paper towels. 

· Reduce packaging.
